G) include a résumé and a statement, of 300-350 words, indicating why the student feels he/she is deserving of
this scholarship, and his/her plans in the arts for college and beyond

H) submit a Videotape, DVD, CD and/or photos, as described below*

1) participate in an interview (to be held in April 2012)

One $1,000 scholarship will be awarded.

*Applicants who are specialized in the visual arts (sculpting, painting, etc.) must submit either a CD or color photographs of their
work in various mediums. Photographs must be at least 4” x 6” in size. Applicants who are specialized in the performing arts (dance,
acting, etc.) must submit a DVD that includes at least two examples of their work that shows their versatility in different performance
styles. The taped performance must not be more than five minutes in length. Applicants in the musical arts must submit an audiotape,
CD, or DVD with two different musical examples that show their versatility in different performance styles. This should not be more
than five minutes in length. All required materials must accompany the application, and will be returned after awards are
announced.
