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	I.  Introduction
	 The City has approximately 20,558 housing units in 80 neighborhoods.  Some of the neighborhoods have a mixture of multi-family and single-family detached and attached dwelling units.  These neighborhoods were separated into sub-neighborhoods where possible so that the differences in density, sales price and building size could be determined.  Examples of this are the townhome, patio and zero lot line sub-neighborhoods in the Enfield Chase neighborhood.
	The following report contains a synopsis of the neighborhoods as well as details of the individual neighborhoods.

	A. Single-Family (Attached and Detached) Neighborhoods
	1. Mean Lot Area by Neighborhood
	Only four (4) of the 68 single-family neighborhoods have mean lot areas greater than an acre in size:
	  Five (5) neighborhoods have mean lot areas that are more than 20,000 sq. ft. in size but less than one (1) acre:
	  
	The zoning designation for each of these neighborhoods often does not correlate to the minimum and mean square footage of the lot sizes found there.  For instance, the Mitchellville neighborhood is zoned R-R/R-80 and the smallest lot in Mitchellville is 23,605 sq. ft. while the minimum lot size allowable in an R-80 neighborhood is 9,500 sq. ft.  This suggests that all of the Mitchellville neighborhood could be rezoned to R-R, which requires a minimum lot size of 20,000 sq. ft.  In contrast, Fletchertown is zoned R-R and the smallest lot area in Fletchertown is 8,975 sq. ft., which is slightly less than the required lot size of an R-80 zone.
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
