Discover the Bowie Retail Advantage

More and more retailers are discovering the advantage of a Bowie, Maryland
location with its easy access to shoppers from Baltimore, Maryland, to
Washington, D.C. Bowie and Prince George's County offer outstanding retail site
opportunities combined with a population with money to spend eager for exciting
new stores and restaurants. It is a dynamic, business- and family-oriented
community whose residents enjoy an exceptional quality of life.

The State of Maryland’s fifth largest city, and the largest municipality in Prince
George's County, Bowie has grown from a rural 1800s settlement into an ideal city
with a healthy economy and a much sought-after quality of life. The City has more
than lived up to its motto, “Growth, Unity and Progress” experiencing significant
planned development in its residential, office, and commercial sectors.

Bowie enjoys a rich and diverse historic and cultural heritage. This historic City
traces its roots to 1870, when land developers subdivided the area into more than
500 residential building lots, creating a large town at a major junction of the
Baltimore and Potomac Railroad. Since incorporation in 1874 as Huntington, the
city has changed its name (in honor of Governor Oden Bowie, a resident) and has
become a dynamic community, rivaling the most prosperous cities in the region.

Historically, the area is associated with thoroughbred horse breeding and
railroading. It is said that Belair Stud Farm blood flows through the veins of every
American racehorse of distinction. In 1958, the firm of Levitt and Sons acquired
the Belair Estate and two years later the City of Bowie chose to annex the Levitt
properties. Bowie, incorporated as a town in the year 1916, became a city in 1963
with the rewrite of its charter.

While the City is proud of its heritage, it is also focused on the future. It has
grown from a small agricultural and railroad town to one of the largest and fastest
growing cities in Maryland. Bowie is a city of 18 square miles and approximately
55,000 residents. It has nearly 2,000 acres set aside as parks or open space.

Bowie's housing inventory offers something for everyone -- from the well-
maintained traditional homes of Levitt Bowie to the modern communities of
Collington Manor, Saddlebrook, and Northridge. And for senior citizens, Bowie



has a large number of senior residences whose quality equals the finest senior
communities nationwide. Townhouses, condominiums, and rental apartments help
to complete the residential offerings. Over the last several years, the City has been
averaging 500 new housing units, raising its current inventory to over 20,000
homes.

The City is easily accessible via: major east/west and north/south highways; rail,
and air using Baltimore/Washington Thurgood Marshall International Airport,
Reagan National Airport, and our local Freeway Airport (general aviation aircraft).
Bowie businesses and residents enjoy a 10-minute commute to the Washington
Beltway and a 30-minute commute to the Baltimore Beltway. A 20-minute drive
will take you to the bountiful attractions of Annapolis, the State Capital, and the
Chesapeake Bay.

Commuter line, with stops from Washington to Baltimore), and WMATA
(Washington Metropolitan Area Transit Authority). The METRO (Washington
Subway System) is accessible from Bowie's Park and Ride commuter lot to the
New Carrollton and Addison Road METRO Stations.

The Council is
composed of seven members, the Mayor and six Councilpersons, elected every two
years on a nonpartisan basis.

Prosperous domesticity distinguishes the settled
homes of Pleasant-Ville neighborhoods.

Neighborhoods are older and slow to change, with a
median home value that exceeds $471,252. Households consist of
married-couple families. Over half of employed persons are in
management and professional occupations. The median age is 42.3
years. Residents enjoy traveling and shopping. They prefer to shop at
Macy's, and Nordstrom as well as B)'s Wholesale Club and Costco.
They also purchase many items online or by phone. Residents take
nice vacations, traveling in the United States and abroad.

The newest additions to the suburbs, Boomburbs
communities are home to younger families who live
a busy, upscale lifestyle. The median age is 33.7
years. This market has the highest population
growth at 5.3 percent annually—more than four and
one-half times the national figure. The median home value is
$334,829, and most households have two earners and two vehicles.
This is the top market for households to own projection TVs, MP3
players, scanners, and laser printers as well as owning or leasing full-
sized SUVs. It is the second-ranked market for owning flat-screen or
plasma TVs, video game systems, and digital camcorders as well as
owning or leasing minivans. Family vacations are a top priority.
Popular vacation destinations are Disney World and Universal Studios,
Florida. For exercise, residents play tennis and golf, ski, and jog.

Segment 16 Enterprising Professionals

This fast-growing market is home to young,
educated, working professionals, with a median age
of 32.4 years. Single or married, they prefer newer
neighborhoods with townhomes or apartments. The
median household income is $71,018. This segment
is ranked second of all the Community Tapestry markets for labor
force participation, at 75 percent. Their lifestyle reflects their youth,
mobility, and growing consumer clout. Residents rely on cell phones
and PCs to stay in touch. They use the Internet to find their next job
or home, track their investments, and shop. They own the latest
electronic gadgets. Leisure activities include yoga, playing Frisbee and
football, jogging, going to the movies, and attending horse races and
basketball games. These residents also travel frequently, both
domestically and overseas.

Segment 12 Up and Coming Families

Up and Coming Families represents the second
highest household growth market and, with a
median age of 31.9 years, is the youngest of
Community Tapestry's affluent family markets. The

Neighborhoods are located in suburban outskirts of midsized
metropolitan areas.
