SYNOPSIS OF INCIDENT:     
      
     On January 17, 2012 at approximately 1204 hours Bowie Police Officers were dispatched to 
the 16500 block of Governors Bridge Road, Governor Green Apartment Complex, for a report of 
an armed citizen robbery.  Upon arrival Officers on scene met with the victim who stated that an 
unknown black male suspect approached him as he was exiting his apartment building.  The 
victim stated that the suspect then brandished a handgun and ordered the victim to give him his 
money. The victim stated he tried to flee from the area when he was approached by a second 
suspect who also brandished a handgun and demanded money from the victim.  A physical 
altercation ensued in which the suspects took from the victim some personal property.  The 
victim sustained minor injuries as a result of the physical altercation.  The suspects fled from the 
location, possibly in a vehicle, in an unknown direction of travel.  Several Bowie Police Officers 
canvassed the area for the suspects involved with negative results.  The victim was transported to 
the Bowie Health Center where he was treated for injuries and released.  At this time the 
suspects involved are still at large.  The incident will be investigated by the City of Bowie Police 
Departments CID.
