SYNOPSIS OF INCIDENT: 
On February 1, 2012 at approximately 1004 hours, Bowie officers responded to 2204 Amber 
Meadows Drive for a burglary in progress.

A third suspect who was involved with the incident has been 
identified and a warrant for his arrest is forthcoming. 
 
The victim was the legal owner of multiple firearms to include handguns and scoped rifles, which 
the suspects had attempted to package and take from the residence. The suspects were unable to 
take any of the victim’s belongings due to the quick response time of officers.
