Finalists Selected in City’s Martin Luther King Contest

The City of Bowie will host its annual program and tribute to Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. on
Saturday, January 19, 2019 at 10 a.m. at City Hall. The program is organized by the City’s Diversity
Committee and is focused on teaching children about the work of Dr. King.

The Committee sponsors an art contest for students to encourage them to learn about Dr. King’s
many contributions to the advancement of civil rights in this country. During the program on
Saturday morning, the work of the student artists will be featured and the contest winners will be
announced.

Committee members selected first, second, and third place winners from among the 40 finalists who
will be recognized at the event. The winners will be announced during the program on January 19.
